SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
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1. RULES

All races will be sailed under ISAF RACING RULES OF SAILING, the prescription of the RYA, CLASS RULES, and these Sailing Instructions.  Boats must carry adequate third party insurance.
2. ALTERATIONS

To signify a change in Sailing Instructions, flag 'L' will be flown at the Race Box at least 20 minutes before the starting signal.  This will indicate that the alterations can be seen on the RACE Notice Board.  It will be each competitor’s responsibility to find out what the change is.

3. ENTRIES

Competitor must complete the appropriate form and pay entry fee.  Those failing to comply will be deemed not to have entered. The list will form the basis of the Declared Entry.

4. CLASS FLAG

In the event of Class Racing, and therefore multiple starts, the class flags to be used will be indicated on the Race Notice Board.  Unless otherwise stated, races will have a common start for all entered boats using code flag H as Class Flag.

5. SAILING PROGRAMME

Races will be advertised in the club programme.  On the day, the Race Officer has complete discretion in deciding if any advertised race will take place, be postponed, or abandoned.  A race will not normally be started unless there are 3 or more entries.

6. PERSONAL BUOYANCY

Adequate personal buoyancy must be worn at all times when afloat, without the requirement under Rule 40 for the code flag 'Y to be displayed.  Failure to comply may result in disqualification.

7. COURSES

Courses may use any of the Marks available.  Marks in permanent use in the south east quadrant of the basin are yellow coloured barrel buoys numbered 1 to 5 clockwise.  In addition, there is a more central buoy (“6”), with three others, laid off Esk Road in front of the Club being a south Mark “S”, club line mark “L” and north mark “N”.  Additional temporary marks may also be used.  The course selected will be displayed on the course board near the Race Box or on the Committee boat.  On the course board, marks to be left to port are shown on an orange background, while marks to be left to starboard are shown in a green background; the black background denotes the number of laps. 

8. START SIGNALS

These will be in accordance with Rule 26.  Using 5, 4, 1 minutes, then start.

9. START LINE

a) Race box line.  This is a prolongation of an imaginary line drawn from the triangle on the race box wall through the transit pole placed in the kerb to the west of the Race Box. Mark L defines the outer limit at the start and may not necessarily be on this line.  MARK L may be moved to permit the line to be set more closely to right angles to the prevailing wind direction.

b) Committee Boat line.  The start line will be between the mast on the Committee Boat and an adjacent course buoy.

10. RECALLS

These will be in accordance with RULE 29.  After a general RECALL, Rule 30.1 will apply.

11. SHORTENED COURSES

These will be in accordance with rule 32.  In Addition the Race Officer may shorten a race which has run in excess of one hour to allow the scheduled programme to be completed within available tide.

12. FINISH LINE

The finish line will be either between the triangle on the wall of the Race Box and buoy L or between the Committee Boat code Flag 'S' and the nearby Course Buoy.

13. PENALTIES FOR RULE INFRINGEMENTS

Rule 44.1 and 44.2 apply, i.e. 720 Degree Turns.

14. TIME LIMIT

Boats failing to finish within 20 minutes of the first boat will be deemed to have retired from that race and will score points accordingly.

15. RETIRALS

These should be notified to the Race Office at the earliest opportunity

16. PROTESTS

Protest forms will be available at the Race Box.  The time limit for delivering protests under Rule 61.3 is 30 minutes after the last boat in the last race for that day finishes.

17. SCORING

Points will be awarded for each race in accordance with Appendix A.2 Low Point System.
